The freshers’ Social of Sarupathar College  was organized with pomp and
gaiety on 31st August in order to welcome the newly admitted students of HS
and degree students for the academic session 2024-25. The programme started
with the hoisting of the flag by Shiva Boro, the secretary of the Sarupathar
College Students’ Union body followed by smiti tarpan.

Dr Ridip Khanikar chaired the second technical session
of the day, which covered a variety of topics related to the FYUGP, including
MEES and the Academic Bank of Credits (ABC). In addition, Dr. Ridip
provided a quick overview of the IQAC Works, Cells, and Clubs in which
students can participate positively.The third technical session was conducted
by Mr. Nabajyoti Goswami, HoD of Commerce. In hispresentation, Mr.
Goswami addressed the students about the future of commerce education as
well as the FYUGP’s multidisciplinary aspect.The third day of the Induction
Programme began at 10 a.m. and concluded at 3 p.m. Dr. Prem Kn. Borah, Dr.
Sanjay Rizal, Dr.Pritom Sutradhar, and Ms. Anjali Yadav each conducted three
technical sessions on that day. At the conclusion of the sessions, a vote of
thanks programme was held in which the Principal thanked all of the
participating students and staff members of the institution for assisting the
IQAC and Admission Committee in ensuring the smooth conduct of the
Induction Programme. Following that, the students were taken on a tour of
the entire college campus, including the library, guest house, hostels,
classrooms, and museum.  
